1. Go to sawasdeeservice\common, edit file “build.properties”

- Edit field ‘ws.home’  so that its value is the directory that you install the directory ‘sawasdeeservice’

- Edit fields ‘username’ and ‘password’  to be the your Tomcat’s username and password

2. Go to sawasdeeservice\jaxrpc\service, type

ant build

ant deploy

Now, open the browser with http://localhost:8080/sawasdee-jaxrpc/hello
You should see the Web Services with PortName = “MyHello”,  Status=”ACTIVE”, and WSDL=http://localhost:8080/sawasdee-jaxrpc/hello?WSDL
3. Go to sawasdeeservice\jaxrpc\client0, type

ant build

ant run-client

You should see the output like this:

run-client:

     [java] Endpoint address = http://localhost:8080/sawasdee-jaxrpc/hello

     [java] Hello Students!

4. Go to sawasdeeservice\jaxrpc\client1, type
ant build

ant run-client

You should see the output like this:

run-client:

     [java] UrlString = http://localhost:8080/sawasdee-jaxrpc/hello?WSDL

     [java] Hello Thai people
5. Go to sawasdeeservice\jaxrpc\webclient2, type
ant build
ant install

Now, open the browser with http://localhost:8080/webclient2/greeting.jsp
You should see the Web page with the text “Hello, my name is Kanda.  What is yours?”
Type your name in the box, and then press “Submit” button.  Then, you should get a reply “Hello <your name>!”
6. Go to sawasdeeservice\jaxr, type

ant compile

ant run-publish

Then, go to to the menu “Start” ( “All programs” ( “Java ™ Web Services Developer Pack 1.3” ( “JAXR Registry Browser”

Then, the “Registry Browser” window should popup

At the “Registry Location:” filed, click the most right arrow to change the value of  the “Registry Location” to http://localhost:8080/RegistryServer/
Type “KKU Service” at the “Name” field, then press Enter.  You should see the detail of the Web service provideed by “KKU Service” organization.  You can also right click at the service description to show its detail.
